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Positionality and Multiculturalism:
Re(exploring) Gender Equality from the Intersection of Gender, Ethnicity and Class

Abstract

Feminist researchers have been aware of the limitations of gender as a single analytical category.
One of the enduring debates in relation to gender theory concerns how gender, class and more
latterly ethnicity are related to each other. ‘Intersectionality’ has been taken as the tool of
understanding multiple oppressions in complex societies. The number of newly arrived immigrants
to Taiwan has risen so rapidly in recent years that the ‘new immigrant women’ from South-East Asia
have accounted for a significant part in Taiwanese population structure. In this sense, the ‘full
picture’ of the new immigrant women’s social situations could be clearer if we explore how class and
race-ethnicity intersect with gender to shape various types of systematic exploitations and responses.
In a similar vein, when we consider and develop gender literacy, multiculturalism is crucial contexts
and frameworks that cannot be ignored.

For the past decade, the Taiwanese government has been intending to initiate gender reform in
educational settings. The gap between policy and practice needs to be treated carefully. Teachers’ and
educational officials’ gendered or selective interpretations of gender equity and multiculturalism
represent a drawback or blockage of the practice of gender policy. Drawing on ideas from cultural
studies, postmodernism, multicultural education, politics of difference, supplemented by
transnational multi-site fieldworks, this research project thus attempts to develop levels of gender
literacy within multicultural frameworks. These metrics should help to develop teacher in-service
training programs for gender, offering a measurable standard for the overt and hidden gender
curriculum as a whole. Further, the inculcation of gender literacy should form part of the policy
infrastructure, spearheading policy formation and practices of equity education in gender.
