Abstract

Due to the non-distribution constraint and the apparent trend showing
the rapid growth of the welfare needs, the Third Sector in Taiwan has become
the best partner to whom the government entrusted with the delivery of wel-
fare service programs. As a result, the Third Sector recently has created more
job opportunity for young people in Taiwan. However, it is more difficulty
for us to understand and be master of the related information concerning the
dynamics of the Third Sector employment than the ones offered by the
for-profit sector. There are two purposes for the conduct of this study. One is
to overview the associated articles depicting the employment of the Third
Sector. The other is, by utilizing a part of the empirical data produced by the
research project “The Third Sector Employment for the Young People in

Taiwan,” to figure out the Third Sector in Taiwan about its landscape, the
