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In Quincy Wright’s landmark work. The Study of International Relations, he
observes that “the fields of economics and politics overlap” --- on the one hand,
a shortage of resources may generate political rivalry, while on the other hand,
one group may influence another by “offering economic rewards or withholding

economic advantages. Politics may therefore be an instrument of economics
