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Developmental Options for the Developing
Countries: The Washington Consensus,

Abstract

The Washington Consensus used to be the blueprint of economic
development for the developing countries, but it is not successfully applied
to those countries. A global financial storm makes the doubtful Washington
Consensus become less creditable than ever before. Therefore, whether the
Beijing Consensus will replace the Washington Consensus is hotly
discussed by political watchers in the world. However, one of the
characteristics of the Beijing Consensus is to rule out the influence from the
international society, which contradicts with accepting the Consensus as a
model for application.

How do the developing countries adopt their economic development
strategies? Both the failed developmental case of Sudan and successful case
of India indicated that the best strategy for the developing counties is to
find out the model compatible with local culture, or they will keep lagging
behind in economic development.
