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Abstract of the Thesis
A Study on Land Acquisition in Establishing A School by Nonpr ofit
Organizations - with the Cases of Colleges Around The Site of The
Administration Hall of Chia-Yi County

Since the Ministry of Education adopted the open policy which allows the
establishing of new universities, branch campus, and the upgrading to the status of
college or university for the existing junior colleges, quite a number of new colleges
and universities have emerged within a short time of just few years. However, under
the condition of limited land resource geographically, how to acquire the land for
launching a new campus in a most economical way has become the significant part in
running a new school successfully.

This study aims at analyzing those models of land acquisition, such as tenancy,
pledge of superficies, expropriation, zone expropriation, releasing of land, and selling,
which were taken by those public or private universities, colleges, and junior colleges
Moreover, areview of the deficiency of current enforcements and a research on land
regulations in terms of acquisition, with cases studies included, are attached in this
study to manifest the process, operating details and the government’ s role in the land
acquisition.

The methods of this study include documentary analysis and case study. The
data refer to concerning essays, periodicals, newspapers and files of documents
(especially to the index system of the nationwide doctorate and master theses, and the
websites of central government’ s agencies concerned). Cases studies for this study
include: 1.the campus land acquisition for Dou-Chiang College of Technology and
Management. 2.the campus land acquisition for Branch Campus in Tai-pau City, Da
Tong Junior College of Commerce. 3.the campus land acquisition for Campusin
Chia-1, National Taiwan College of Physical Education. 4.the campus land acquisition
for Chang Gung College of Technology.

Conclusions of the Study

A) For nonprofit organizations, the most economical and timesaving way of acquiring
campus land is to tenant from Taiwan Sugar Corporation by means of securing
superficies.

B) Expropriation has the advantages of assuring acquisition of needed land and being
more timesaving than the zone expropriation, it is mostly used by the public
universities and colleges.

C) Zone expropriation needs more time and capital to execute, but if the government



can raise the capital for the exploitation through presale of the land, awin-win
solution for both the government and the nonprofit organizations may be reached.
D) Releasing of public land is the normal the channel for public colleges to acquire
public land.
E) “Sdling by specia case” isthe normal channel for private colleges to acquire
public land.

Proposals

A) On expropriation: The coordinating scheme should be built properly before the
expropriation is executed. Moreover, the composing and independent functioning
of the expropriation examining committee should be strengthened. Meanwhile, a
well-handled and fair assessment system should be formed.

B) On tenancy and pledge of superficies: Currently the charge in the tenancy of land
isnormally far lower than the price of market as far as the landowner’ s status
concerned. Obvioudly it is due to the fact that only the cost is considered, while
the benefit is excluded. Therefore, this study suggests that the government should
look into both the proper use of the land and the level of charge while undergoing
tenanting state-owned land or pledging superficies. The charge for the superficies
could be aflexible style and a special committee is needed to function for
reasonable price of the tenancy.

C) On zone expropriation: This study proposes that the government can encourage
the civil sector to bring capital into zone expropriation and establish afair and just
assessment system for the land price. Meanwhile the government should strictly
monitor the progressing of the land exploitation so as to consolidate the land
acquisition system.
