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ABSTRACT

The purposes of the study investigate the relationships among conformity, perceived
benefits and loyalty of western desert consumers. In this study, total of 279 usable
questionnaires are collected at 3 cake shops in Tainan City. Descriptive statistics analysis,
reliability analysis, validity analysis, and structural equation modeling (SEM) are applied
to test the cause relations between conformity, perceived benefits and loyalty.
