Abstract

In April 1982 the Argentine army invaded the Falkland Islands where the
British had governed for centuries. After unsuccessful international mediations,
this event became a military conflict between Argentina and the UK. Argentine
soldiers surrendered on the Islands aftermath of ten weeks war. During the
crisis, based on the internal solidarity sense, the European Community and its
Member States had imposed diplomatic as well as economic sanctions upon
Argentina. However, sanctions not only couldn’t prevent the war from breaking
out, but the effects of these restrictions were also limited by much exclusion.
Further, the Community solidarity could not stand until the end of the crisis.
This paper argues that a tight integrated regional organization can promote
cooperation of its members in the field of foreign policy. On the other hand,
this cooperation will collapse, if there are no mutual efforts made and closer

convergence of interests.
