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Abstract

The integrated community development in Taiwan has been booming in the recent
decade. With government’s great efforts and active participation of the community residents,
a prosperous and fast development of the community industry has thus been achieved. It has
shown that the civil power has significantly expanded in contemporary civil society. Using
Nantou County as an example, the 921 earthquake played a key role in its community
industry development. Although earthquake caused severe damages, it also brought many
opportunities for the community development. It is hoped that fruitful results can be created
in order to build a foundation for Taiwan’s future development in terms of community
organization, social welfare, or even the community industry development. After the 921
earthquake, the New Homeland Foundation has been actively participating the post-disaster
community rebuild, and serves as the government’s function of public service delivery. What
it has performed in terms of results and achievements are far better than those of the
bureaucratic institutions. It has become a major force which actively promotes the community
development in central Taiwan. The key is the uniquely accumulated and abundant social
capital.

This study intends to explore the operation and development of the community NPO, the
role and function in the building of the civil society, and the organizational adaptability and

correlation on the issues of social capital.
