The Relationship between Environmental -orientated Vaue and
Corporate Green Management: An Empirical Test

ABSTRACT

This research applies the concept of Dunlap & Van Liere(1978) that divides the
environmental-orientated vaue into the limited growth value, the natural balancing
value and the ecocentric value. Meanwhile, this research divides corporate green
management into the clean product operation and the green administrative management.
Then, this paper applies the empirical research to verify the relationship, extent and
difference between corporate green management and the environmental-orientated vaue
in top 2000 manufacturing firms for six industries in Taiwan.

From 180 effective samples, our empirical results indicate that the clean product
operation and green administrative management have apparently positive correlation
with environmental-orientated vaue. In respect of the influenced extent, the more
influence under the limited growth value have, the more practices on the clean product
operation will take. The more influence under the natural balancing value have, the more
practices on green administrative management will take. Industry has the more high
growth rate, the more practices on the green management will take.

With regard to the green management, there are significant differences on different
industries. Generally speaking, electronics, information and telecommunication
industries than textile industry have more practices on the green management.
