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According to the first year s achievement, the continued job will be
emphasized in the investigation of God-clubs belonging to the Chaotien
Temple. The objects of this investigation are the Sheng-Mu Temple ( %
& % )~ the Chi-Shih Association ( # t# € ) - the Chen-Tien Hall (4 %
) - and so on. The point of emphasis is the investigation of the

“no difference between Goddism and Buddhism” in form to distinguish the
relationship of Buddhism with another belief of Gods.

The continued job will investigate the phenomenon of Chai-Chiao (i
# ) and discuss the relation with the Japanese religion to understand the
condition of Chai-Chiao activity at Peikang.
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
