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�����(Abstract) 

The study tried to understand the factors which may influence the development 

of moral consciousness of juvenile students in Yunlin and Chiayi area. A survey was 

conducted with a sample including 3 junior high schools and 3 primary schools. 939 

cases completed the questionnaires. According to the results of the statistical analyses, 

the sociologist Hirsch is basically right that social control factors may influence the 

occurrences of deviant behaviors. Attachment to family and school may be helpful for 

the development of moral consciousness, and decrease the occurrence of deviant 

behavior. Hence, family and school are important on the development of moral 

consciousness.
